	The Shenandoah Valley Science Collaborative, formed by policy makers in a 9-county region in Virginia and West Virginia, sought science-based solutions to the region's water resources management problems. The regional policy makers developed a set of science questions for which they invited scientific responses during a 2-day symposium in October 2007. The Foundation for Earth Science (one of the Collaborative's sponsors) provided connections to federal data providers at NOAA, EPA and NASA as well as to technology and services support for the policy makers. This unique case study highlights the collaboration and cooperation among public, private, federal, state, regional and local interests in providing climate information.
