	User requests for CPC climate forecast products in Geographical Information System (GIS) format have been rapidly increasing over the past few years. In order to satisfy customer needs for improved climate information, CPC is transitioning its suite of climate monitoring, assessment, and forecast products into GIS format. This activity is directly related to CPC’s mission to inform and serve the public. The objective of this project is to provide CPC data to customers in standard GIS format through an interactive, web-based system, as well as through direct data transfer. 
The NOAA/CPC has just acquired a copy of the ArcGIS Server Enterprise for Linux. This software will allow for processing, extraction and display of GIS (Geographic Information System) georeferenced data sets including shapefiles, ESRI layers, and raster data sets (including geoTIFF and other formats using world files). The server also allows the distribution of Metadata. Our project and plans for the future will be described.
